The application should at least include the following: cover letter indicating amount of grant request and summarizing the proposal purpose; a brief history of the applicant and description of some prior accomplishments; long term project goals, as well as objectives to be accomplished during the grant period and methods by which the objectives will be accomplished; an evaluation plan that explains how the success and impact of the project will be measured; authorized signatures from each partner for collaborative efforts; current year budget for applicant (if project support is sought, a budget must also be submitted for the project); along with the most recent audited statement; a list of the members of the governing or policy making body; a copy of the IRS ruling or determination letter indicating the organization is a publicly supported organization.

A full proposal should include the following: a brief statement about the organization, including primary functions and goals; a brief summary of the proposal, including a statement of the need to be addressed, some indication of how the planned project will ameliorate the need, a project budget, and a plan for the evaluation of the project; a copy of the organization's most recent audited financial report and approved operating budget; a statement of current and recent sources of support; a list of board members and professional staff of the organization; a copy of the organization's tax exemption letter from the IRS.

Attachments should include a copy of the following: statement of history and purpose of the organization; current program activities and goals; specifics regarding the particular project to be funded, as applicable; itemized budget for the organization, with both projected revenues and expenses for the current fiscal year; program budget for the current fiscal year, as applicable; IRS determination letter; a list of the board of directors and their affiliations; current annual report, if available; audited financial statement or Form 990 for the most recent fiscal year; other current funding sources, with amount, biographies of key staff.

To begin the application process, new applicants must submit a formal one- to two-page letter of inquiry to Northern Trust's Community Affairs Division at least six weeks before the application deadlines. Current grant recipients seeking renewed support do not need to submit a letter of inquiry. After receiving an invitation to apply for a grant, include the following: complete the application form (available on website), operating budget, a program budget if seeking program support, financial statement for most recently completed fiscal year and previous year, audited financials, a list of Chicago area contributors and the amount each contributed in the last and current years, a current letter from the IRS confirming 501(c)(3) status, a list of board members and their professional affiliations, a list of the organization's management staff and their qualifications.
